DRAFT CCC MEMORANDUM

on the future development of the UDC

The Central Classification Committee of the FID (FID/CCC) at its meeting in The Hague in No-

vember 1955 discussed the future planning of the development of the UDC,

The Committee considered it necessary to create wherever possible free numbers in the UDC, in
the future development, systematic order should be carefully observed and not only a development
based on tradition.

It should be kept in mind that no revision can be executed unless it follows the Rules for the
development of the UDC (FID publ. 283 of October 1955).

Amongst the many sections requiring attention, the following were selected at random an the CCC

will be glad to receive any comments before December 31 1956 (a one year term was considered des I-
rable with a view to discussion in the panels). It is, however, possible tha PE Notes in these fields
may be published before that date.

1. The revision of classes 32 and 33 with a view to the redevelopment of political economy

2. The transfer of class A to class 8 which would then cover both philology and literature. The

CCC suggested the following scheme:
AO to be transferred to 810 (or free divisons of 80)
Al to be transferred to 811 (or 811/818 parallel with A11/A18)
A2 to A9 to be included in 82/89

3. The revision of 5A3 to 5A5. The CCC referred to the proposals forwarded by panel FID/C 66 to
develop the whole group of analytical chemistry under one of these numbers, e.g. 5A3.

A. The diminished need to separate pure from applied sciences, e.g. 581.2 and 632, 59 and 611/612
(and 616).

5. The revision of 621. The CCC agreed in principle with the following British proposal:
a) the transfer of 621- to 62-. General auxiliaries applicable in the whole class 6 shall be

distinguished from auxiliaries which may be developed differently undor various sections.
The first, general, group should include: -2, -A, -5, -7 and -8,
The second, special, group shall include: tl, -3, -6 and -9.

b) the revision of class 621. The CCC suggested the following outkino:
620.A to be transferred to 620.9, or possibly 621.1
