A world-famous Alpine canton

Glarners everywhere

This year’s Assembly of the Swiss Abroad was held at the beginning
of September in Glarus. Reason enough to cast a glance at this canton
which is among the classic emigration areas of our country.

The canton of Glarus is enclosed on three
sides by high mountains and hardly possesses
too much arable land along the banks of the
river Linth. Almost half its total area of 684
sq. km (264 sq. miles) consists of rock, wa-
ter and forests or is built over. The widely-
held but mistaken belief that the alpine can-
ton of Glarus is a domain of agriculture is
immediately corrected by a glance at the fi-
gures for the number of people at work.
Some 18,000 persons out of about 36,000 in-
habitants of the canton are gainfully em-
ployed, of whom only eight per cent are in
the primary sector (agriculture and for-
estry), 56% in industry or a trade, and 36%
in the services sector. Despite the many
uniquely-beautiful mountains, the basis of
existence lies in the field of industry. This
was not always so. Alongside very early
industrialisation, it was here that, increas-
ingly, emigration constituted almost the only
chance of survival.

Publicity for emigration in 1847.
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«In every marketplace on earth»

In his three-volume work: «Charakterbilder
des Schweizerischen Landes, Lebens und
Sterbens» (Glarus 1870/71), W.Senn gave
expression to this trend when he wrote:
«You will surely meet a Glarner and a Jew in
every commercial centre in the world.» And
who, as a man from Glarus, did not go out
into the wider world to do business, went as
a dog of war into foreign mercenary service
to gain a livelihood. However, emigration
from Glarus took place in batches, the main
outflows having been as follows:

1693: to Brandenburg, Prussia
1712-1715: to East Prussia

1712-1715: to Lithuania

1760: to Russia (Volga region)
1760: to Denmark

1820: again to Russia
1820-1855: to North America

1820-1860: to Brazil
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Thus, Glarus settlements were established in
East and West, but rather little is known
about the Russian colonies except that there
was a settlement called «Glaris» near Sara-
tov on the Volga. The emigrants who took
the western route are however better known
than the Russian Glarners. New Glarus in
the State of Wisconsin in the USA is regar-
ded as an outstanding example of a success-
ful emigrant settlement.

Many Glarus people still emigrate now-
adays, but for other reasons than before.
They are to be found on all continents. And
many of them are distinguished by their per-
severing diligence, capability and helpful-
ness, so that because of their success they
hardly ever return to the land of Glarus for
good. They are ambassadors of their orig-
inal homeland and we Glarners are proud of
them.
