A petition gathering up to 15000 signatures has been started by some animal
rights activists in Bern to remove the bears from the centre of the city. For
centuries the bear has been the emblem and the mascot of Bern, but the
animal rights activists say that the animals are suffering through lack of space
and stimulation and that they should be removed and sent to Germany to an
animal park where they would find a more natural environment. Bern City
authorities have recently spent approx. two and a half million Francs on
renovations to the bear pit, and it is thought they are reluctant to lose the

tradition of having the bears on show to the general public and the tourists.

The note features
the Swiss cultural historian from the
19th Century, Jakob Burckhardt,
who critics say held anti-Semitic
beliefs. The National bank says it has
no immediate plans to withdraw the
notes but expressed regret for Mr.
Burckhardt's statements made in
private correspondence during his
lifetime. The bank's council is to
discuss the problem later this months,
