Trade Agreement between the United Kingdom and the United States of Amerlca,
. [Extract] ' ’

Artlele 1. The territories to which this Agreement shall apply are, on the

part of His Majesty The King of Great Britain, Ireland and the British Domi-*

nions beyond ‘the Seas, Emperor of Ind)a (heremafter referred to as His
Majesty The King), Great' Britain and Northern "Ireland, ‘Newfoundland,
the British non-self-governing Colonies, Protectorates and Protected States
(except the High Commission Territories in South Africa, namely, Basutoland,
Bechuanaland Protectorate and Swaziland, and exc]udmg any territories
in the region of the Persian. Gulf) and the.Mandated Territories of Palestine,
ineluding Trans-Jordan, the Cameroons under British Mandate, Tanganyika
Territory and Togoland under British Mandate; and, on the part of the
United States of Ameriea, the"continental territory of the United States
of America and such of its territories and possessions as-are ineluded in its
customs territory on the day of the signature of .this Agreement. The pro-

visions of this Agreement relating to most favoured nation-treatment shall®

apply, however, to all territories under the sovereignty or authority of the
United States of America, other than-the Panamé Canal Zone.

- Article 2. 1. Articles the growth, praduce or manufacture of the ter-
ritories of either High Contracting Party shall not be sub]eeted upon impor-
tation into the territories of the other, fromx whatever place arriving, to other
or higher duties or charges of any kind or to any rules or formalities other
or more burdensome than those to which the like artieles the growth, pro-
duce or manufacture of any other forelgn country are subject..

3. Any advantage, favour, privilege or immunity which has been or
may ‘hereafter be granted in the territories of either High Contracting Party
in respect of any article originating in or destined for any other foreign country
in regard to customs duties and other charges of any kind imposed on or
in connexion with importation or exportation, to the method of levying
such duties or eharges, to all matters concerning the rules, formalities and
charges imposed in eonnexion with importation or exportation, and to all
laws or regulations affeeting the sale or use of imported goods within those
territories, shall be accorded immediately and unconditionally in respeet
of the like article originating in or’ destmed for the terrrtones o[ the other
High Contraetlng Party.

Artlcle 3. Articles the growth, produce or manufaeture of the terri-
tories of cither High Contracting Party shall, after importation into the
territories of the other, be exempt from all internal taxes, fees, charges or
exactions other or higher than those payable on or in connexion with like
articles of -domestic or any other origin, except as otherwise required by
laws in foree on the day of the signature of this Agreement. and subject,
in the .ease of .the United States of America, to the constitutional limita-
tions on the authority of the Federal Government.

affeeted; then, notwithstanding anything in paragraph 1 of this Article,

3. Whenever either High Contraeting Party proposes to impose or
to effcct a substantial alteration in any quantitative regulation authorized
by the preceding paragraph, that High Contracting Party shall give notice
in writing to that effect to the other and shall, upon requcst, enter into con-
‘sultation regarding thc matter. If agreement is not reached within thirty
days after the receipt of the notiee the High Contraeting Party giving sueh
notiee shall be free to impose or alter the regulation at any time, and the
other High Contraeting Party shall be free within fifteen days after such
action is taken to terminate this Agreement in its entirety on giving thirty
| days’ notice in writing to that cffect.
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4. The provisions of paragraph 1 of this Article shall not apply to quan-

In respect of articles the growth, produce or manufacture
of the United States of America specified in Schedules I or II, imported
into the United Kingdom or Newfoundland, respectively, and of articles the
growth, produce or manufacture of any of the territories to which this Agrce-
ment applics on the part of His Majesty The King, enumerated and descri-
bed in Schiedule IV, imported into.the United States of Amcn’ca, on which
ad valorem rates of duty, or duties based upon or regulated in any manner
by value, arc or may be assessed, the genera! principles on which dutiable value
is determincd in each of the importing territories, on the day of the signature
of this Agreement, shall not be altered to the detriment of importers.

Article 18. If a wide variation should occur in the rate of exchange
between the currcncics of the United Kingdom and the United States of
America, and if either High Contracting Party should cousider the variation
so substantial as to prejudice the industries or commerce of the territories
of that High Contracting Party, such High Contracting Party shall be free
8 proposc negotiations for the modification of this Agrcement; and if agree-.
ment is not reached within thirty days after the receipt of such proposal, the
High Contracting Party making the proposal shall be free to terminate the
Aﬂrccment in its entircty on giving thlrty days notice in writing to that
effcct

Article 19. Each High Oontracting Party reserves the right to withdraw
or to modify any concession granted in any territory of that High Contracting
Party on any article enumecratcd and described, or specified, in any of the
Schedules annexed to this Agrcement, or to impose quantitative regulations
on the importation of any such articlc into that territory if, as the result
of the extension of such concession to other foreign countries, any such eountry
obtains the major bencfit of the conccssion, and if in consequence imports of the

.article concerned increase to such an extent as to threaten serious injury
to producers in thc territories of that High Contracting Party; provided.
that, before any action authorized by this Article is taken, the High Contrac-
ting Party proposing to take such action shall give the other thirty days’’
notice thereof in writing and shall consult with that High Contracting Party
concerning the proposed action.

Article 21. Except as otherwisc required by Article 3 of this Agreement
or by any of thc Schedules annexed hereto—

(a) Nothing in the Afrreemcnt shall cntitle His Majesty The King to
claim the beneflt of any treatment, prefercncc or privilege which
may at any time bc accorded exclusively by the United States
of America, its territories or ‘possessions or the Panama Canal'
Zone to one another or to the Republic of Cuba. The provisions,
of this sub-paragraph shali-continue to,apply in respect of any:
benefits now or hereafter accorded by the United States of Ame- |
rica, its territories or possessions or the Panama Canal Zonéto the
Philippine Islands, irrespective of any change in the ‘political
status of the Philippine Islands.

(b) Nothing in the Agreement shall entitle the United States of America
to claim the benefit of any treatment, prefcrence or privilége’
which may at any time be in force exclusxvely Detwceen terri-
tories under the sovereignty of His Majesty The King or under
His Majesty’s protection or suzerainty; or of any.special customs
privileges which may be accorded in ‘Palcstine to articles the
growth, produce or manufacture of any State the territory of
which in 1914 was wholly included in Asiatic Turkey or Arabia.

Article 23. This Agreement shall be ratified by His Majesty The King
and shall be proclaimed by the President of thé United States of Amcrica.
It shall enter dcfinitively into forcc thirty days after the exchange of the instru-
ment of ratification and a copy of the proc]amatlon, \\luch sha]l take place
n London as soon as possiblec.

Article 24. Pending the definitive coming into force of this Agree-
ment as provided in Article 23, the. provisions thercof othcr than thosc of
Article 11 and of Schedule IIT shall'be applicd provisionally “on and “after
the 1st January, 1939, subject to a right to terminatc the provisional appli-
cation of the Agreement pursuant to the provisions of paragraph 3 of Article 15
and of Article 18. The provisional application-of Article 11 and of Schedule IIT
shall be cifected as to the several provisions thereof as soon as may be possible.

Article 25. Subject to the provisions of paragraph 3 of Article 15 and of
Article 18, this Agrccment shall remain in.forcc until the 31st December,
1941, and, unlcss at lcast six-months before the 31st December, 1941, either
High Contracting Party shall have given notice in writing to the othcr of
