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WORLD SOCIOLOGY:
TWO MORE REPLIES TO PETER L. BERGER

In a previous issue of this journal (Vol. 20, Nb. 1, March 1994), we have

published a very provocative essay by Peter L. Berger under the title "Does
Sociology Still Make Sense". Professor Berger, author of the widely read
"Invitation to Sociology" (1963) wonders whether he should not issue now
a solemn "Disinvitation".

In a following issue (Vol. 20, Nb. 3, November 1994), Renate Mayntz,
member of our International Advisory Board, replied to Peter Berger and
sounded a rather optimistic note. Irwing L. Horowitz (Rutgers University)
came next and seemed more in line with Peter Berger albeit for different
reasons (Vol. 21, Nb. 1, March 1995). In this issue, Raymond Boudon
(Paris-Sorbonne) and Dieter Bögenhold (University of Trier) present their
own contributions to the debate.
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
