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Knitted underwear
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Working at the same time for the home market and for export, the Swiss hosiery industry has managed to find
a formula for its development in the obligations laid upon it by its customers. For the Swiss market is as varied
as the climate itself of the country. It is a question of supplying underwear both for the town and the country,
for the warm regions or the colder provinces, and for a population whose tastes are not standardised but who,
with one accord, value quality in materials and execution. In short, an image of the diversity of the world market
— which, moreover, is quite as difficult to satisfy for in this field foreign competition must be reckoned with. But
as Swiss hosiery factories are all average or small sized enterprises (compared with the large foreign establishments)
provided with very modern equipment, they experience no difficulty in establishing extremely varied manufacturing
programmes which would be a costly luxury for larger enterprises. That is why they are able to adapt themselves
to the tastes of the most varied markets while at the same time producing under normal conditions.

For these reasons Swiss knitted underwear is appreciated abroad by all those who want something carefully
executed and to suit their own taste. Moreover, Swiss articles even to the very simplest always bear witness to a
seeking after elegance by a touch which, even though very discrete or modest, adds an individual note designed
to please those whom standardisation does not satisfy.

Finally, attention should be called to the care taken by manufacturers to offer articles which are not only practical
but which keep their freshness

and their form for as
long as necessary. This
tendency corresponds with the
desires of the consumer
today, even on a market like
the United States where, up
till now, clients did not
require what they wore to
last. This leads, among other
things, in the Swiss hosiery
industry to the use of faster
colours, unshrinkable and
moth-proof wool and the
application of other finishing
processes.
